Supplier must also have the capability to
load support vessels via truck if the primary facility becomes unavailable or if Owner requires support at another
Newfoundland port.

Additionally, the selected supplier will be required to meet all technical and Safety, Security, Health, and
Environmental (SSHE) specifications and safe work practices of EMCP, HMDC and their affiliates as appropriate.
